NEW AND EASY PARKING PAY STATIONS TO BE INSTALLED AT EAST TRAIN STATION  
 
In conjunction with construction at the East Train 
Station and the McClory Bike Path, the City of Lake 
Forest will be installing new automated parking pay 
stations in the Westminster and McKinley parking 
lots in the downtown. The pay stations are 
anticipated to go live on Saturday, August 15, 2015, 
and will be similar to the pay stations at the City’s 
Telegraph Road Train Station.  
 
The pay stations will be located at the south end of 
the Westminster parking lot (just north of the Train 
Station) and in the island at the entrance of the 
McKinley parking lot at Deerpath and McKinley (See 
map).  
 
Use of these parking lots will require a City-issued 
parking permit or daily fee of $3.00 cash or $3.25 if 
paid by credit card.  Each parking space will be 
numbered, and a single pay station will handle 
payments for spaces within these lots.  To pay for 
parking, users must note their parking space number 
after parking their vehicle and go to the pay station 
located at the entrance of the parking lot. Users then 
must enter their space number into the machine and 
insert payment. A receipt will then be printed which 
users should retain for their record. As a 
convenience to users, those with mobile phones may 
pay via the ParkMobile application which allows for 
quick and easy payment without having to physically 
use the pay station machine. 
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As part of this project, parking tokens will no longer be accepted or needed. The City will discontinue the sale of 
parking tokens on Friday, August 7, 2015.  Tokens may be exchanged for a refund at the Municipal Services 
building (800 N. Field Drive), open Monday-Friday, 8 a.m.-4:30 p.m. Please bring your unused tokens and 
provide your name and address.  A refund will generally be issued within two weeks.    
 
The East Train Station parking lot will continue to be permit parking only.  The Westminster northern parking lot 
area (formerly known as the Scott Street lot), which was used by Lake Forest High School students, will become 
permit or daily fee parking. The McKinley parking lot will also now become permit or daily fee. The daily fee 
spaces in the North Shore lot (at the southwest corner of Deerpath and McKinley) will also be removed and the 
lot will become strictly all day permit required.
